The candidate can apply for scholarships to perfonn/attend:
.Italian Language Courses ( duration 1-9 months ), also in preparation

to enrolment in University and Post-University courses in Italy
.Single university courses (duration 5-8 months);
.Degree courses (duration 9-12 months);
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The candidates fOf the scholarships assigned by the Italian Govemment
must not exceed 35 years (such age does not apply to teachers ofltalian).
The maximum age fOf those who wish to study at National Cinema School
is 27 years.
